It is hard to believe it has been 6 years since Good Neighbors opened their doors bringing free, quality, ar
caring health care to the uninsured citizens of Buffalo. In those 6 yeard4060 patients have walked
through the doors!

Good Neighbors Health Care is a 100% volunteer organization. At any given time period, there are about &
volunteers rotating through, serving 4 sessions a month.

Holistic health care means that the staff and volunteers of Good Neighbors will seek to meet the physica
emotional, social, and spiritual needs of the patients.

Patients with various health issues come to Good Neighbors for care. Being fearsome of going to the Eme
gency Room, some patients sadly wait until they are so ill they need to be admitted to the hospital directl
from the clinic.

A large percentage of patients coming to Good Neighbors have diabetes. To encourage diabetics to ke
their disease under control, Good Neighbors provides free glucometers and strips to patients. An emerger
supply of insulin is also available to tide diabetics over until we can either get them insurance or a one ye:
supply of insulin donated through a pharmaceutical company. Another benefit for diabetics coming to the
clinic, and a very important part of managing their disease, is the opportunity to have their vision checket
yearly.

Many individuals need premployment physicals to be considered for a job. Because they are unemployed,
they have no insurance nor can they afford to pay for a physical to get the job! New Hope nursing studen
come to Good Neighbors to get a PPD test which is a requirement for their clinical classes.

Good Neighbors also supplies tubing for nebulizers and medicine for Asthma patients. One mom came |
with her 10 year old son who was having trouble breathing. She had just been erroneously kicked off Med
caid and while they were in the process of being forced to reapply, he had an attack. She was told to go
t he ER, but she knew she just couldndét afford t

and received the help she needed. A follow up visit two days later showed her son was doing much better.
